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Creative

You need to:

· explain/know about a creative activity

· take part in the creative activity

· tell other members of your group about the activity.

Examples of creative activities include:

· putting on a show or form of entertainment

· making a mobile

· preparing a basic meal.

Bottle Scoop

Beans on toast & a drink
BOTTLE SCOOP

Take a tall, straight sided plastic 'pop' bottle. Remove the label then wash and dry bottle thoroughly. Mark where you want to cut with a permanent, white board or wax marker. Carefully

make a hole in the bottle with a pair of pointed scissors, well away from the part of the bottle you want to keep. Cut towards your cutting line and cut round the bottle to leave the required

'scoop' shape. Make sure there are no sharp corners. Paint the 'scoop' to your own liking. Protect cut edges with plastic (insulating) tape.

BALL to use with scoops. Tightly scrunched up newspaper wrapped with sticky tape makes a good ball to use with these scoops.

GAME:- Two players, each armed with a scoop can toss the ball to each other in turn, catching and throwing with the scoops only. ..........GAME:- Circle of players, all armed with scoops,

plus one player in the middle with the ball. Ball thrown at random to players in the circle who can only catch and throw back with their scoop. Use as an elimination or just fun game
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
