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You must complete all these activities to earn the badge. 

If you complete these at home you must bring in the items and explain to a Leader what you have done. If you have access to a camera why not take pictures of your experiments and e-mail them to Akela, they might even get published on our website www.3rdrainham.ik.com
1. On a piece of board make a simple circuit, using a switch, battery and light bulb build (an old torch could be cannibalised for this). Bring it along to the Cub meeting to show the leader and other Cubs.

2. Grow cress (or a similar plant) and investigate what happens when light and water are excluded from it. If you choose to grow a bean investigate what happens when the seed is turned upside down (once the root and shoot are visible) and left to continue growing.

3. Use a net and jar to find out how many different creatures live in the water and mud at the edge of a pond. Make sure you have an adult supervising you doing this.

4. Collect seeds from various plants or trees and discover how these are protected and dispersed. You are not allowed to pick flowers that grow in the wild, only those growing in garden, make sure you get permission from the garden owner first!

5. Make a list of all the planets in our Solar System (try to remember the phrase “My Very Easy Method Just Speeds Up Naming Planets”)
