It will be lead by NSRA instructors using .177 spring powered junior type rifles and conforms to P.O.R Scout rules.

There will be two age groups, UNDER AND OVER 9 ¼ years of age.

Under 9 ¼ should arrive by 9.30am finished by 12.45pm

Safety and instruction briefings will be given to each group as a whole prior to commencement of the competition; Only 8 Cubs at a time will be allowed in the hall the others will be in a waiting area outside. (A party tent will be erected in case of rain.)
Without exception all entries must have a signed Permission Form under the firearms Act of 1968 for section 21 from parent / guardians. Limited spare copies will be on hand but please note anyone NOT holding a signed form will not be able to shoot.  
Each pack can submit up to 4 cubs to shoot in each age group.

It is not necessary for leaders to accompany Cubs for the event.

Full uniform is required.

Extracts from the Firearms Act 1968

‘Section 21’

(1) A person who has been sentenced (to custody for life or) to preventive detention, or to imprisonment or to corrective training for a term of three years or more (or to youth custody (or detention in a young offender institution) for such a term), or who has been sentenced to be detained for such a term in a young offenders institution in Scotland, shall not at any time have a firearm or ammunition in his possession.

(2) A person who has been sentenced ….. to imprisonment for a term of three months or more but less

than three years ( or to youth custody ( or detention in a young offender institution) for such a term),

or who has been sentenced to be detained for such a term in a detention centre or in a young offenders institution In Scotland, shall not at any time before the expiration of the period of five years from the date of his release have a firearm or ammunition in his possession.

This means:

Section 21 prohibits the possession of a firearm and ammunition (under any circumstances), by any

person who has been convicted of a crime and sentenced to a term of imprisonment (or its equivalent for young persons) of 3 months or more. The prohibition applies in all circumstances, including handling and firing at an approved shooting club or at a clay pigeon shoot where a certificate is not ordinarily required. It also applies to the possession or use of other categories of firearms and ammunition such as AIRGUNS or shot cartridges for which a certificate is not needed.

A sentence of 3 months to 3 years attracts a 5 year prohibition, shorter ones no prohibition but a longer

one means a life ban.
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
